VILLAGE OF ATWOOD
Board of Trustees Meeting

December 18, 2006

Village President Brian K. Lynch brought the meeting to order at 7 p.m. at the Village of Atwood municipal building.  Those recorded present were Steve Whisnant, Vevalee Smith and Fred Harshbarger.  Joe Dyer, Joe Streit and Shirley Schable were recorded absent.

MINUTES: MOTION: Smith made a motion to accept the minutes as presented seconded by Whisnant.  VOTING: All aye; motion carried.

WATER & SEWER: Smith reported that a water and sewer committee meeting was held December 14, 2006 at 7:30 p.m.  Shirley Schable, Fred Harshbarger and Chairman Vevalee Smith were present.  The discharge monitoring report and public water supply report for the Village of Atwood for the period ending November 30, 2006 was reviewed, as submitted by Allen Romine, water and sewer superintendent.  Said reports were filed in Village records.  Romine advised no word received yet as to the starting date on the water project.  Romine also reported there was a water leak between North Juniper Drive and Magnolia Avenue.  Older lead valve replaced and situation returned to normal.  Romine will have bids to submit in January for the tractor-mower.  Meeting adjourned.
Smith read the first paragraph of page two of the October 16, 2006 board meeting minutes.  MOTION: Smith made a motion to rescind the motion that the benefits for water and sewer employees and water billing share of the collector’s salaries be taken out of the water and sewer fund effective November 1, 2006, seconded by Whisnant.  VOTING: Harshbarger, yes; Whisnant, yes; Smith, yes; motion carried.  MOTION: Smith made a motion that the benefits for water and sewer employees and the water billing share of the collector’s salaries be taken out of the water and sewer fund effective January 1, 2007, seconded by Whisnant.  VOTING: Whisnant, yes; Harshbarger, yes; Smith, yes; motion carried.
FINANCE, PERSONNEL & CABLE T.V.: Smith reporting for Schable read the minutes of the December 14, 2006 committee meeting.  Those committee members present were Vevalee Smith, Steve Whisnant and Chairman, Shirley Schable.  The bills for payment were reviewed.  Discussion ensued regarding the purchase of a camera.  More information will be sought prior to approval of that bill.  The cost of mailing monthly water bills was discussed.  Whisnant moved that the bills be approved for payment as presented; Smith seconded the motion with an exception regarding the aforementioned purchase authorization.  The motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 7:35 p.m.
POLICE: Harshbarger read the monthly department activity report for November 2006.  Patrol miles driven, 2,223; fuel used, 273.5 gallons; traffic stops, 103; warnings issued, 20; citations written, 83; police reports, 11; motorist assists, 2; juvenile complaints, 2; theft reports, 1; criminal arrests, 8; calls out of town, 6; fire/medical calls, 5.  On November 6th and 7th Sergeant Zeigler attended a two-day training course on search and seizure in Danville, IL.  The focus of the training was on the individual officers responsibilities during traffic stops.  Report submitted by Atwood Police Chief Michael Keenan.
STREET & ALLEY/ZONING: Whisnant reported in the absence of Joe Dyer.  Whisnant read Rick Myers’ Street and alley report for December 2006 as follows.  Helped Allen with water line on North Kentucky Street, put up Christmas decorations on Main Street, cleaned up brush pile area, patched holes with cold patch, dug up water main on Juniper Drive, ran water and sewer on the weekends, emptied trash from uptown, worked on salt shaker, salted and plowed roads, storm clean up, serviced city vehicles, helped jet sewers, cleaned catch basins and cleaned and trimmed trees at park.
Whisnant reported that committee Chairman, Joe Dyer wanted the board to know that the Village will save approximately $8,291.44 by receiving grant money for signs.

Zoning Board has presented the Village board with proposed changes to the zoning ordinance for review.  The zoning ordinance book with the changes will be presented for approval at the January 16, 2007 board meeting.

OLD BUSINESS:

TAX LEVY: MOTION: Smith made a motion that ordinance number 06-O-9 an ordinance for the levy and assessment of taxes for the fiscal year beginning May 1, 2006 and ending April 30, 2007 of the Village of Atwood, Piatt and Douglas Counties, Illinois be approved, seconded by Whisnant.  VOTING: Harshbarger, yes; Whisnant, yes; Smith, yes; motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:

APRIL BOARD MEETING: MOTION: Smith made a motion to change the April 2007 regular scheduled board meeting to Monday, April 23, 2007 at 7 p.m., seconded by Harshbarger.  VOTING: Smith, yes; Whisnant, yes; Harshbarger, yes; motion carried.  This is so it will give more time to get as many April bills in for payment, since will be the end of the fiscal year.
HABITAT LOT: Habitat for Humanity is looking for a lot to start building a house on this spring or summer.  They are looking at three different locations.  Dave Schmidt wanted everyone to know that there is a tax deduction for donating a lot for this cause.  Schmidt will be back in January with more information and to see if the village has any more information on whether they would be willing to make concessions on a lot the village has a lien on?  
REVIEW AND PAYMENT OF INVOICES: 

Smith informed the board that there was one invoice that needs clarification and that it is a personnel matter.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: MOTION: Smith made a motion to go into executive session for a personnel matter at 7:32 p.m., seconded by Whisnant.  VOTING: Harshbarger, yes; Whisnant, yes; Smith, yes; motion carried.

REGULAR SESSION: Re-entered regular session at 7:55 p.m.  Schable entered at 7:35 p.m.

MOTION: Schable made a motion to accept the bills as presented, seconded by Harshbarger.  VOTING: Smith, yes; Whisnant, yes; Harshbarger, yes; Schable, yes; motion carried.

ADJOURN: MOTION: Harshbarger made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Whisnant.  VOTING: All aye; motion carried.
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
